
THE MANZER-KEENER-WEFLER SCHOLARSHIP 
 
1. Type of Award: Scholarship 
2. Eligibility: 
a. Applicants must be accepted by, or are currently 
    attending, a two-year or four-year college or university or 
    art institute within the United States, with a chosen field of 
    study in or related to photography or visual arts 
b. Applicants can be either seniors attending a high school 
    in Stark County, Ohio, or counties contiguous to Stark, 
    who will graduate the year the scholarship is awarded, or 
    are college undergraduate students originally from Stark 
    County, Ohio, or counties contiguous to Stark, who are 
    currently attending a two-year or four-year college or 
    university or art institute full-time. Non-traditional 
    college students originally from Stark County, Ohio, or 
    counties contiguous to Stark, who are currently attending 
    a two-year or four-year college or university or art 
    institute part-time are also eligible to apply 
c. No member or relative of a member of the Committee of 
    the Manzer Camera Club or of the Foundation’s 
    Board of Directors is eligible to receive a scholarship 
3. Criteria for Selection: 
a. Cumulative grade point average as detailed: 
    First time applicant, attainment of 2.5 on a 4.0 scale shall 
    be required, or in the case of non-traditional students, 
    have otherwise demonstrated to the satisfaction of the 
    Committee the ability to complete successfully the 
    photography or visual arts program for which they have 
    enrolled. Applicant applying for annual award must 
    achieve a grade point average of 3.0 on a 4.0 scale. 
b. Demonstration of financial need 
c. Demonstration of outstanding involvement both in 
    academics and extracurricular activities related to their 
    chosen field of study 
d. Two letters of recommendation 
4. Renewable: Yes, each year up to four years 
5. Deadline for Application: May 1 
6. Date of Awards: June 15 
7. Number and Amount of Awards: Varies
